Upon
production of a Ticket of Entry, the exhibit will be admitted
to the grounds. The Secretary shall have the power to extend
the date of entry in any section.

The Committee of the Society reserves the right of refusing or
canceling any entry without giving reasons for so doing.

The winner shall be entitled to possession immediately after
the Show and may hold same until 30 days prior to the next
Show, when the Trophy must be returned to the Secretary of
the Society for further competition.

Any prize left unclaimed for six months shall be forfeited and
cancelled by the Finance Committee of the Society.
